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Essential Persons

The purpose of this handout is to tell you about a part of the Family Assistance (FA) program, the Safety Net
Federally Participating (SNFP) Program known as Essential Persons.

Essential Persons are individuals:
e who live in the home of an FA/SNFP family,
¢ who are eligible for Cash Assistance on the basis of income and resources, and

e whose presence on the case does not negatively impact the FA or SNFP household’s benefits or cause
ineligibility.

The basis for permitting this person to receive an FA/SNFP grant is that he/she is an Essential Person. Some
households can have more than one Essential Person. An Essential Person is any person who is believed to be
important to your family’s well-being. You make the decision about who is essential to your family.

If there is an Essential Person in your household, your Worker will add that person to your FA/SNFP grant. If at
any time you do not agree that the person is essential, please contact your Worker. The Essential Person will
then be removed from your grant.
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
